�Book with 2 authors


�Book with an editor


�Book with more than 2 authors


�This is a citation from a reference book/edition.  If there is no author, begin with the title of the article.  


�Selection within the text is in quotes


�This time editor is capitalized


�You must include page numbers


�If you cite the translator’s notes to the text, then this would come first since he/she is the author of that part of the work.  Otherwise, it follows this format.


�If the poem is from a collection, then you need to list the page numbers.  If you are using several poems within a collection, there is no need to use page numbers.


�Notice that there is not a period between the magazine name and the date.  Also, you must abbreviate the month and use a period after the abbreviation. 


�Page numbers are different in all papers.  Sometimes they are numbers, letters, or both.
