	Organization

	The research paper has a clear topic and transitions which map the idea of the paper.  The main points follow in a logical order (time or space). The organization acts to entice the reader to move the idea forward and the conclusion answers, “so what?”
	The research paper has a defined topic and transitions which follow a logical time-space order.  The organization acts to entice the reader to move the idea forward; the repetition still ties the ideas together giving the reader a sense of coherence.
	The research paper has a thesis/topic, but it does not direct the paper in all parts.  A few elements appear in places that weaken the writer’s purpose, or unnecessary repetition may detract from a reader’s sense of coherence.
