The objective of this assignment is to make the connection between The Odyssey and a favorite song of yours—be sure to focus on the content of the song as it relates to The Odyssey.

· I. CONTENT


-the purpose of content analysis is to “figure out” 
what the  
poem means on a deeper level. 

· [image: image5.wmf]Title: ponder the title before reading the lyrics.  Predict & write in one paragraph what you think the poem may be “about”
· Paraphrase: On a separate copy of your lyrics, translate the poem into your own words.  Focus in the gist of the poem per stanza—no need to go line by line unless it is necessary. Write your paraphrasing in the margin of the lyrics by inserting comments using Microsoft Word.
· Theme:  theme is 1 word or a 2-3 word phrase which states the entire idea the author wanted to write about.  Take note!  You will write about this in the final summary of the poem…

· III.  STYLE


-the purpose of determining style is to take a closer look at 
applying, analyzing, and synthesizing your poetic devices 
skills.  Style is the “essence” of the poem.
· Connotation:  examine the poem for meaning by looking at the words & how they are used. On a separate copy of your lyrics, highlight in different colors.  *Please include a  key*

· Symbolism: look for symbols in your poem.  Take note! You will write about this in the final summary
· IV.  Poem Analysis

-the purpose of all of the sections above is to assist you in doing a close reading of your poem/song. By looking at the poem element by element, you will be able to write an analysis of how this song connects to The Odyssey and or the ideas learned in this unit. The way you would provide support and substantiate your thesis is by using TPCASTT.
